Reclassification Data 

• Goal is to reclassify students 

• For students to reclassify with a C or better in English, NWEA scores, and an ELPAC score 
that is high enough in English, writing, and speaking 

• ELPAC shows student growth, and it is a very important test 

• Last school year, 376 ELL, 29 eligible to reclassify, 83%reclassified, only 6% overall 
reclassified, we would like to increase this number 

State Testing 

• ELPAC 
o ELPAC is required for all students who are ELL 
o Does not affect graduation requirements 
o Being offered virtually or in-person, evening, and weekend test sessions 
o Last day to complete is May 31st 

• CAASPP and CAST 
o Testing window opens later this month 
o You will be hearing from us soon if your student needs to test
